INTRODUCTION

We are consulting with local residents and other interested parties over emerging proposals for residential development on land to the north of Shepherds Mead, Tetbury.  This site was previously considered for residential allocation in the adopted Local Plan but was discounted as it was not needed to meet housing requirements at that time.  This consultation exercise is being conducted on behalf of the owners of the above landholding (See Location Plan). 

Consultation meetings have been held at Sir William Romney School (4 November 2009) and Dolphins Hall (24 February 2010).  The accompanying Illustrative Masterplan now sets out the key principles of development and the intended components of the scheme including measures to reduce environmental impact.  Most importantly this Masterplan identifies the design requirements which would have to be followed at the detailed application stage.  

Detailed proposals will not be formulated until feedback is received over potential contributions to the provision of community infrastructure either on the site or elsewhere in Tetbury.  With this in mind we welcome your views on the attached questionnaire.

Questionnaire sheets are downloadable.  Please register your interest on these forms and by providing your email address we will be able to keep you informed of the emerging proposals.

Following final construction of this website additional information will be displayed on related environmental topics.  Emerging illustrative plans will also be downloadable.  Representatives of the specialist consultant team are already directly contactable through the various links to explain the preliminary proposals and answer any questions?

QUESTIONAIRE

PROPOSED USES

The proposals envisage a mix of house types, styles, prices and tenure including affordable housing to meet local needs.  Additional contributions from the development could be made to meet  community infrastructure needs, for example a doctors surgery could be provided.  A variety of options for this provision are detailed on the accompanying plans.

C – Inclusion of 30 % Affordable Housing within the scheme

D Contribution to other off-site community infrastructure elsewhere in     Tetbury ?

Given associated costs not all of the above options could be provided collectively with the proposed development.  Do you have any views on the general mix and provision of related infrastructure?  Please indicate your option preference?

PUBLIC OPEN SPACE

The proposals incorporate public access along a landscaped open space to the south of the development.  This area could include allotments, wildlife areas, play spaces of differing character and design and pedestrian only links to the school and the surrounding area of the town.  Are these elements important?

A traditional style of architecture is proposed which would reflect the importance of this entry into the town.  The final scheme design will be assessed against the relevant sustainability criteria.
